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Simmering Socio-Economic Issues of
Barak Valley, Assam

The Barak Valley is located in the southern region of the Indian
state of Assam. The valley is named after the river Barak.The
main city of the valley is Silchar, which is second largest city of
Assam after Guwahati. The Barak Valley mainly consists of three
administrative districts- namely Cachar, Karimganj and Hailakandi.
There is a continuous demand in Bengali dominated Barak valley
for separate statehood and curved out from Brahmaputra valley.
The Barak valley is the most neglected part of Assam in terms of
its infrastructure development, tourism sector, educational
institutions, hospitals, I'T industries etc which still lagging behind in
comparison to the Assam’s mainland Brahmaputra valley which have access to all of these
facilities mentioned above. According to the 2011 Indian census, the Barak valley had a
population of 3,624,599 in comparison to the population of 1,115,865 as per 1951 census
of India. As per (2011) language census report, Bengali is the official as well as most widely
spoken language of the region (80.84%) with approximately 2,930,378 native speakers.
Hindi, Manipuri and Dimasa are the next most widely spoken languages.

There are two main simmering socio-economic-political issues around Barak Valley,
Assam, which can be categorized as-Lack of Socio- economic Development and Stringent
Socio- political conflict. The Barak Valley is located in virtual isolation where development
has remained a far cry. At the initiative of the Speaker of the Assam Legislative Assembly a
meeting with the MLAs of both ruling and opposition partiesand leading citizens of Barak
Valley was held in 2018.The meeting centered around the problems regarding socio-
economic condition, health, education, connectivity, power, potable water, tea tribe,
unorganized labour sector or any other subjectsthat the people of the Barak Valley are
beset with. The region badly suffers from lackof development of even basic amenities of life.
It remains to be how the government carries out development of the region under the war cry
Development ie, SobkaVikas. As to the Socio- political conflict is concerned, it is seen that
as the National Register of Citizens (NRC) is being updated to detect the illegal immigrants.
The divide between Bengali- majority Barak Valley and Assamese- majority Brahmaputra
Valley has widened in recent times over issues such as NRC and the Citizenship(Amendment)
Bill 2016, which the Centre wants to pass to grant and safeguard the citizenship to the non-
Muslim immigrants from Banglsdesh besides Pakistan and Afganistan. The Bengalis in the
valley are miffed as the names of a large number of them did not figure out in the NRC list
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published in 2020. This published NRC list had the names of 1.9 crore of Assam’s 3.29 crore
total population, creating a huge mental agony and identity crisis amongst the inhabitants of
Barak Valley.Some organizations in southern Assam’s Barak valley are at work to drum up
support for the statehood of the valley. Besides these two simmering issues, some of the other
major issues relating to Barak Valley in Assam are pinpoint as follows :

The deep sense prevails in themindset of the people of the valley is that the valleyhas
been deprived by the mainland Assam for long time and people feel that separation of
the valley from mainland Assam is the only way out to usher developments in all fronts.

The people of Barak valleyoften complain of the step- motherly attitude and treatment
by the government of Assam and allege that successive governments over the time,
irrespective of political affiliations have neglected the regions and the valley still remains
as remotest part of the country despite of its immense scope for development.

The Barak Valley always had a strained relationship with the rest of Assam. After the
partition, the Karimganj which was a part of Sylhet district of Bangladesh, annexed to
India. The Hindu minorities of Sylhet fearing religious persecution and fled to undivided
Cachar district of Assam which eventually resulted in migration of large number of
Bengali speaking population to the Valley.

The linguistic divide resulted in to demand for a separate state similar to linguistic states
formed under the state reorganization act.

The people of the valley feel the politics of thestate which is dominated by the politicians
from Brahmaputra Valley is indifferent to the cause of the people from Barak valley.

Many people from the valley particularly Hindu Bengalis have not find a place in
Assam’s updated National Register of Citizens and there is an overwhelming support in
favour of the Citizenship Amendment Bill 2016 in the valley where the bill has been
vehemently opposed in the Brahmaputra valley.

The NRC and the Citizenship Amendment Bill has become a new cause of rift between
the two valleys which directly hinders the path of development of the region. Thus, this
rift has led to the surge in the old demand of separate statehood.

Gloomy employment scenario is another setback in the issues of development scenario
of the Valley. Dim employment opportunity for both educated and uneducated youth is
a major issue causing mass brain drains from the valley to other parts of India every
year.For Uneducated youth or even those who completed their college education with
lower socio economicbackground prefer to depart the valley in search of
Jjobs.Educated,who are aspiring for white-collar jobs face the hurdles to get a decent
job.

The scenario ismore grave for the students of Sociology. The subject was started as
masters level programme at the Assam University, Silchar, in the year 1995.
Subsequently, M.Phil,Ph.Dprogrammes have also been introduced.But the passed out
students from the valley remain as unemployed or disguised employed years after years
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due to lack of proper employment generation.The subject is not taught in the colleges
of the valley exceptone or two .The fervor to join in state civil service is also less and
had to wrapped over for many reasons.

Despite all odds,the valley is endowed with many prospects. The tea is the important
economic activity and Barak Valley has also its proportional share of tea garden in comparison
to Brahmaputra valley to sustain its economy from time to time. There are plenty of oil and
natural gas under the surface of the valley as well to run the economy as a separate state.
Various oil refineries are also set up in various locations of Barak Valley to meet the required
economic demand.Amongst others, there are one medical college, one NIT, two polytechnics,
one engineeringcollege, one cement factory, many tea gardens and one central university in the
name of Assam university which was established in 1994 by the act of parliament after a long
battle and struggle of the people of the valley. The valley also harbours many tourist destinations
viz, Dimasa- Cachari kingdom at Khaspur; Maleghar and Rontill-bers the testimony of sepoy
munity of 1857; and the SONBEEL—-Asia’s largest aquatic body.
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British Rule in India : Some of its Negative
and Positive Aspects

In order to understand the role of imperialism in India it is necessary to
have an idea about the historical trends that took place during and before
the 19™ century. This will give us an idea regarding the changes occurring
in India's economy in the past centuries. India was described as the brightest
jewel in Britain’s imperialist crown. We know that the development of
imperialism in India was nothing but an accident; it came suddenly.

The establishment of the British rule in India broke the Indian economic
system. Before the coming of the British Indian villages were self-sufficient,
based on communal possession of land, unity of village industry and agriculture, the village as
unit of revenue settlement and the village production almost exclusively for village use survived
for centuries. This system was broken by British imperialist attack. The British brought about
an agrarian revolution. They introduced individual ownership of land. They undermined both
agrarian economy and autarchic village of India of the pre-British period. According to Karl
Marx the destruction of autarchic village and the collective life of the people were necessary
for economic free trade. It was only after 1813 with the invasion of English industrial
manufactures that the decisive wrecking of the Indian economic structure took place. Between
1780 and 1850, the total British exports to India raised from £3,86,152 to £ 80,24,000.

The policy of free trade was on the one hand ruining Indians handicraft industries and
on the other hand forcing the infant and underdeveloped modern industries into a premature
and unequal competition with the highly organized and developed industries of the West.
Secondly, the negligence towards irrigation and public works, which had been maintained
under previous governments, now made them fall into neglect. Thirdly, the introduction of the
English landed system, private property of land, with sale and alienation, the peasantry in India
became very poor. The government took the place of zaminders and levied excessive land
revenue . That led to the poverty of the peasants. Fourthly, there was the direct prohibition and
imposition of heavy duties on the import of Indian manufacturers, first into England and later
also to Europe. The British imposed duty on Indian goods by 7% which helped the growth
of a British trading centre at Lancashire.

Sometimes though we find that some projects like railways, communication facilities
were taken up by the British government these were not for the development of Indian people
but for themselves. In order to develop the Indian market, it was essential to secure the
transformation of India into a reproductive country, that is, into a source of raw materials to
export into exchange for the imported manufactured goods. This made the development of
railways, roads and irrigationnecessary.

Even then we find some points of regenerating process,the most important of which
is political unity though this was done unconsciously. Before the coming of the British in India
the whole country was divided into a large number of self-contained units. But after the coming
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of the British the whole of India came to be governed by one central government, which
helped to grow the sense of nationalism.

Secondly, the British government created native army. After the revolt of 1857 the native
army was reorganized. The mutiny brought the question of reconstruction of this Indian army.
After the mutiny various restrictions which were imposed on the native armies were later on
removed. The condition of the Indian armies was far better than it was before.

Thirdly, we find some kind of freedom of press. The attitude of the British government
towards the Indian press after the mutiny was quite satisfactory. Consequently, after the revolt
stern restrictions on the Indian press were removed. The Indian press was given lots of
freedom than before and the press was free to criticize the government and thereby bring it
to disrepute. As a result, the Indian people became more conscious about the British rule and
its exploitation.

Another regenerative role of the British imperialism was the emergence of middle class,
the advancing element of Indian society. The intension of the British was to secure a supply
of clerks and subordinate officials in government but still it helped to generate the society.

Establishment of private property was also important. Under the new government the
land holders were awarded private ownership of land and full proprietary right with the power
of purchase and sale. Land thus became a marketable commodity and with the rising prices
acquired what it had never before, i.e., a mortgage able value.

The most important regenerative role of the British imperialism is that distance was
shortened by communication facility. Very long distances and the absence of transport facilities
had been the major impediments in the growth of cultural and political development in the
country. The British established railway, steam transport and various roads and through these
western science, materialism advancement came to India and made the Indian people aware.

Another regenerative role of the British imperialism is the Parliamentary form of
government in the country. The British introduced in India what they had in their own country.
It was seen that gradually in the years 1861,1892,1909,1919 and 1935 parliamentary institutions
and practices were introduced in the country. When the British left India in 1947.India had
a parliamentary set up in the country.

The present educational system is an important contribution of British imperialism in
India. Before the coming of the British we had our own education system but not much could
be expected from them in the field of higher learning. Credit must go to the Englishmen for
setting up universities, colleges and high schools in the country.

So, in conclusion, we can say that the British imperialism in India played a destructive
role on the one hand and a regenerative role on the other. The British rule brought an agrarian
change in the country and created private property and a zamindar class. This class exploited
the cultivators. The British also destroyed our indigenous industry and as a result India gradually
became poor. On the other hand we see that the British established various new industries in
the country, established railway lines and many roads and introduced modern educational
system. Though it was never the deliberate policy of the British government still all these
processes helped in the development and independence of India.

Diabetes is all immersed in the treadmill of life. In the midst of the 21*

century, when you are going keenly conscious about a healthy lifestyle,
~ you often overlook heaps of minute happenings in life that hold substantial
gravity.

Imagine hanging around with your mates and munching on junk
food or over eating at a family gathering or engulfing in sedentary lifestyle
and letting go off any physical activities, you are fuelling diabetes.

Now, what is Diabetes? Diabetes can be defined as a chronic,
metabolic disease characterized by the elevated levels of blood sugar
(glucose), which leads over time to serious damage to heart, blood vessels, eyes, kidneys and
nerves. The term Diabetes is more commonly applied to Diabetes mellitus. However, there is
another type of diabetes, the diabetes insipidus.

There are two types of diabetes mellitus that are mainly- Type 1 and Type 2. The most
common diabetes is Type 2 diabetes, usually in adults, which occurs when the body becomes
resistant to insulin or does not make enough insulin. In the past three decades the prevalence
of Type 2 Diabetes has risen dramatically in India. Type 1 Diabetes, also known as Juvenile
diabetes or insulin dependent diabetes, is a chronic condition in which the pancreas produces
little or no insulin by itself.

About 422 million people worldwide have diabetes, the majority living in low- and
middle-income countries and 1.6 million deaths are directly attributed to diabetes each year.
Both the number of cases and prevalence of diabetes have been steadily increasing over the
past few decades (WHO).

Diabetes may be broadly divided into two types- Diabetes mellitus and Diabetes insipidus.
They cause different problems and have very different treatments.

Diabetes mellitus is more commonly known simply as Diabetes. It happens when the
pancreas does not produce enough insulin to control the amount of sugar in the blood. One
may feel thirsty because of too much glucose in blood. The body wants to drink more water
to flush out the sugar.

On the other hand, diabetes insipidus is a rare condition that has nothing to do with the
blood sugar. When it happens, the kidney produces a lot of extra urine. This loss of fluid
makes the person really thirsty. One may feel extremely tired due to dehydration.

Literature And The Human Society

The link between literature and society has been a very old one. Since
time immemorial, there has been a constant attempt on the part of
human beings to give expression to their feelings, emotions and sensory
experiences through some sort of artistic medium such as dance, songs
or rock art. The birth of literature can perhaps be traced to these
prehistoric art forms which inspired humans to reflect upon their
surroundings in a meaningful way. First existing in the oral form literature
gradually attained its written form with the invention of scripts and
writing materials. In the course of its long history, literature has always
served as a potent medium through which the human society has sought to find answers to
difficult questions of various kinds.

The ancient civilisations of the world, such as the Indus Valley Civilisation, the Sumerian
Civilisation, The Egyptian Civilisation and the Greek Civilisation to name a few, bear testimony
to the central role played by literature in recording the events of human society. Humans saw
literature as a source of knowledge and wisdom, and so we have our most ancient epics giving
us priceless moral teachings about life and even afterlife. Again, in the medieval ages, during
the upsurge of spirituality, religious literature attained popularity. Then, with the emergence of
secularism and modernity in the subsequent periods literature acquired a more rational and
scientific approach in tune with the developments of human society.

Coming into the twentieth and twenty first centuries we see literatures in different parts
of the world as clearly growing and developing under the impact of various political events
of enormous impact. Events like the decline of western colonialism, the two World Wars, the
rise and fall of communism, the popularity of feminist ideologies, ecological consciousness,
globalisation and international mass migrations constitute some of the major issues covered in
literatures of the recent times. Owing to colonialism and the impact that the colonial discourses
have had on native societies of the non-western world, literatures written in English have by
far emerged as the most popular among all literatures at the turn of the twentieth century.
During the World War I, poets like Wilfred Owen, Rupert Brooke and Siegfried Sassoonwho
were known as the War Poets gained attention worldwide for poignantly capturing the horror
and futility of violence. It was during this politically tense situation in Europe that Rabindranath
Tagore became the first Nobel Laureate in literature from Asia for his Gitanjaliin 1913. In
the words of W.B. Yeats, Tagore’s poems represent “a world I have dreamed of all my life”
(qtd. in Kirsch). In fact, Tagore became a representative of the freshness of the eastern
mysticism for the then spiritually barren western society.

The post-World War 1 world saw the rise of modernism in art and literature in the
western world. The likes of T.S. Eliot, Virginia Woolf, D.H. Lawrence and James Joyce in
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English literature came out with their experimental themes and techniques in response to this
socio-cultural change that shook the foundation of the west. Eliot’s poem “The Waste Land”™
(1922) and W. B. Yeats’s poem “The Second Coming” (1920) recorded the disturbing reality
of the post-war Europe. Yeats’s famous line from “The Second Coming”— *“Things fall apart;
the centre cannot hold” provided an apocalyptic vision of a society reeling under disorder and
chaos. But in India, it was roughly the time of flowering of nationalist consciousness under the
impact of the Gandhian philosophy of the Swadeshi and non-violence. Works of Mulk Raj
Anand, R.K. Narayan and Raja Rao continued to instil into the minds of the fellow Indians
a crave for upholding Indianness and respect for the motherland.

Undoubtedly, a watershed moment in the long history of literature is the rapid popularity
of feminist literature in the twentieth century. Whereas Virginia Woolf’s “A Room of One’s
Own” (1929) advocated for woman’s freedom as a pre-requisite for the flowering of the
feminine self, the French existentialist Simone de Beauvoir’s book The Second Sex (1949)
pointed out the exploitation of the female in the patriarchal system. By 1970s and 1980s, with
the rise of postcolonial criticism and postmodernism we see how literature and politics remain
intertwined and almost inseparable from one another. The Palestinian-American critic Edward
Said’s seminal works like Orientalism (1978) and Culture and Imperialism (1993) exposed
how the west has forced its cultural domination upon the east through their so-called great
literary works. Coming into the twenty-first century, we still see Eurocentric values controlling
our day-to-day life through globalisation and capitalism. This idea is reflected in the works of
the present generation of Indian writers like Amitav Ghosh or Aravind Adiga.

Today, in this highly modernised and technology-based age, literature seems to have
lost some of its ground to other forms of entertainment provided by the cinema and the vast
digital world of the internet. The young generation have visibly lost their interest in reading
books for gathering knowledge and enjoyment especially when these benefits are being provided
by other sources easily and much faster. Nonetheless, one may hope that given its role in
creating the society, literature will sooner or later recover its lost popularity across generations.

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Bhopal Gas Tragedy

Bhopal is known for its historical records, artificial lakes, and greenery
but most of all, the city is remembered across the globe for the worst
| industrial mishap of the world.

Post-midnight on December 3, 1984, the poisonous gas that leaked from
the factory of Union Carbide in Madhya Pradesh capital Bhopal killed
| thousands of people directly. The incident is now known as the Bhopal
disaster or Bhopal gas tragedy. As per official records, the Bhopal gas
tragedy killed 3,787 people. The figures updated by the Madhya Pradesh
government later as the immediate official estimate had put the death toll due to gas leak from
the Union Carbide factory at 2,259.

However, activists fighting for justice for Bhopal gas tragedy victims put the figures of
death between 8,000 and 10,000. In an affidavit, submitted in 2006, the government said that
the Bhopal gas leak caused 5,58,125 injuries that included approximately 3,900 severe and
permanently disabling injuries.

How did it happen?

The gas leak in the Union Carbide was reported after midnight on the intervening night
of December 2 and 3. The incident had taken place at the Plant Number C of the Union
Carbide factory in Bhopal. As the cool morning breeze picked up pace, it carried the poisonous
gas leaking from the Union Carbide factory to the rest of the city and killing people - both
awake and asleep. As per the government’s affidavit, about 3,000 people died of poisonous
gas within a few hours of the incident.
